* A global community for focused coordination of ongoing
work among multiple standards organizations and their
stakeholders (originally IDPF, IMS Global, W3C, BISG)

« Charged with creating a lightweight superstructure to
help ensure that existing widely-adopted standards
mesh and meet requirements of next-generation

learning content
